It tastes

great, and it is simply irresistible. There is a hint of brandy on the finish, but

that does not dominate the wine. The wine, in fact, is very complex for its

age, and it has the freshness to counter the spirits. The acidity cuts through

everything. As always, Tawnies should be drunk a bit cool. They can last a

very long time, assuming no cork failures, but they do not need to be aged.

The end-date drinking windows on the ones that were longer in barrel is just

a rough guide.
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
